VITAL STATISTICS OF CANADA,
YEAR 1928,

A preliminary report issued by the
Dominion Bureau of Statistics on the
births, deaths and marriages in the
nine Provinces of Canada during the
calendar year 1928, shows increases
over the preceding year in'all three
categories, the most substantial being
in marriages.  While the total number
of deaths was larger, however, the
deaths of infants under one year of age
showed a reduction from the figure for
1927.

The total number of births reported
during the year was 236,194, and the
total number of deaths 108939, giving
a net nmatural increase of 127,255 in
population” during the ‘year: which is
slightly below the figure (128896) for
the previous year.

An  important” feature for the year
1928 is the marked increase in mar-
riage over the two previous years, thi
increase being 4771 over 1927 and 7}
629 over 1926.

The following review ‘gives a cori-
parison of births, infant deaths. total
deaths, and marriages for 1927 and
1928, (thefigures for 1927 in paren-
theses).
