Forrester answered that the
objection was ridiculous, as thert
was nothing to prevent the milk be
ing poured into a vessel belonging tc
the consumer..

Ald Coburn suggested that it war
impossible to carry out the provision
as to keeping the milk at 45 degree:
temperature.

Tl
expert medical health and sanitary
inspector had spent months over it
It was not & layman's bylaw, but pre
pared by professional men. He him-
self had not written a word of it
