Loudon, June 16— British miners
today voted on proposals of mine
owners for a settlement of thh coal
miners’ strike which has been in pro.

The owners' final proposals in.

It provided that this percent-
age would be calculated on the out-
put for March 1921 and would con-
tinue in effect for 12 months.
