“I was at a convention
of Registrars recently and

“In my situation it’s often necessary to be formal and to
use some specific terminology, but I will continue to try and
make the message easily understood.”

English instructor Steve Lane will be happy to introduce
Plainspeak to other memo-generators who may have lapsed
into the mires of bureaucratese. Once again this fall Steve
will be presenting his eternally-valuable staff training course
“From Sentence Sense To The Big Report.”

The two Monday and Wednesday afternoon sessions are
refreshers on improving style, grammar and punctuation.
The course is free to staff and is highly recommended.

Training aims to advance
staff skills and understanding

Education is not just for the students - Malaspina also
offers training and advancement courses for staff.

After the usual three month probationary period, all
regular staff are entitled to take one credit course per
semester at no charge. All staff, both temporary, term and
regular are entitled to one non-credit Community Education
course free each semester. Some courses are excluded from
the free list because of special costs associated with the
program.

Fee-paying students have preference in all cases, and for
CE courses a minimum number of fee-paying students must
have registered before staff are eligible. And then staff may
only register three days before the course starts.

Another program is managed through a staff training
agreement between the college and CUPE and Admin
unionized employees. The goal is to develop job-related
expertise and personal abilities in staff. A Joint Education
Committee of employees and administrators reviews the
program.

In May a college-wide survey was conducted to check
staff needs, and CE programmer Colleen Doylend said it
drew a big response.

“We identified several specific needs and are now
preparing programs that will answer many of the requests,”
she said.

An overview of ESL teaching is available for clerical
staff, a course on the Electrical Code is aimed at Physical
Plant staff, and a review of skills for effective teamwork.

The Fall series of classes specifically for staff began in
August with instructional computing sessions ranging from
the college electronic mail and central VAX systems to
wordprocessing and effective writing skills.

Report from Parksville/Qualicum

We are experiencing a busy beginning to fall as
enrollments for A.B.E. and C.E. programs continue to grow.
Our new campus building is already at over-capacity, as the
community takes increasing advantage of our programs.

We are pleased to welcome our new Science Instructor,
David Zandfliet to the campus. David joins us from Victoria
to replace Fedos Panayi who has gone to Arctic College.

Other programs we are launching this fall, in addition to
our 200 plus C.E. courses and A.B.E include:

- Community Support Worker - a 39 week Certificate
program to train people to work with mentally and/or
physically challenged individuals in the community. The
project is mainly funded by the federal government.

- Mothers BEST - an MSSH sponsored program for
single moms who are entering or reentering school or the
workforce.
