One of the 
mote waggish of zoologists mumbled 
Yfi'mcihing about the British Colum­
bia monster being a prohibition-era 
serticnl. but' then scientist* have 
never been given to discitoing sea 
sen'«trt» save with cocked eyebrows.

Outside the face, the Canadian ser­
pent conforms to standard. This con­
firms' the striking fact that in th* 
whole lore of sea serpents the sim­
ilarities have been more outstand* 
iiiii than the differences.

Most witnesses liave described tlKir 
subject as a long serpentine creature 
with a series of hui^s, a head rather 
like that of- a horsff brown in color 
at the top and light below, moving in 
undulations, appearing in summer or 
late sumtner months and of a bene- 
saicni disposkion. No one has yet 
replied an attack by a serpent.
